
2011 INDY FALL PREP GOLF TOUR 

CODE OF CONDUCT AND RULES

THE USGA RULES OF GOLF SHALL GOVERN ALL PLAY EXCEPT WHERE MODIFIED BY LOCAL RULES.  ALL PLAYERS WILL CONDUCT THEMSELVES CONSISTENT WITH RULES OF ETIQUETTE AS PRESCRIBED BY THE USGA 
DRESS CODE: Proper Golf Attire is Required at All Indy Fall Prep Golf Tour Events.  Players shall wear shirts with a collar, and all shirts must be tucked in. Golf slacks or shorts may be worn, but shorts must be mid-thigh length. Pants and shorts must be worn at the waist – no “sagging“. Tennis shorts, gym shorts, cargo shorts, cargo pants, jeans, sleeveless shirts, and any shirt without a collar are not permitted. Hats shall be worn with the bill to the front.
PLAYER CONDUCT: Any conduct that may be detrimental to the Indy Fall Prep Golf Tour will not be tolerated, including: swearing, club throwing, and damage to the course or other players’ belongings. The first such instance of any of these actions will result in a two stroke penalty, or disqualification. Possession of alcohol or tobacco products, gambling, and display of vulgar or abusive behavior will result in immediate disqualification. Multiple or severe violations of rules will result in dismissal from the tour, without a refund.

CARE OF THE GOLF COURSE: All players are expected to maintain the golf course by replacing divots, by repairing ball marks, and by raking bunkers, etc. Any abuse to the course or club’s facilities will result in immediate disqualification. All players and parents are also encouraged to thank the host club, staff, and volunteers for their support of the Indy Fall Prep Golf Tour.

RULES VIOLATIONS AND CHEATING:  Rules violations will be determined by the tournament officials and handled as prescribed by the USGA Rules of Golf.  If a player is suspected of cheating, measures will be taken to monitor the player’s score during future rounds. If a player suspects another of cheating or of violating a rule of golf, that player should seek a rules official as soon as possible to handle the situation. Cheating is strictly prohibited. Cheating will result in immediate disqualification from the Indy Fall Prep Golf Tour with No Refund. 
WITHDRAWAL/REFUND POLICY: If a player withdrawals on or before September 16, 2011 from the Indy Fall Prep Golf Tour – The Fall Championships, a complete refund will be issued. No refunds will be given after that time.  No refunds will be given for Fall Tune-up Events.
WEATHER & RAIN-OUTS: Fall weather can be cold and wet.  Players must be prepared to play in these conditions.  If a tournament is rained out, attempts will be made to reschedule. However, if new dates cannot be scheduled, refunds will be issued for that event.

RESULTS, STANDINGS, & COMMUNICATION: Event results, tour standings, any updates or schedule changes will be communicated by email and website.  It is each player’s responsibility to check his email and website on a regular basis.
